Regionalization of Fire Services Study: County Administration has completed the report
and has forwarded it to County Council for review. The Village should expect the County
to approach the Village to meet to discuss the report.

Fire Hall Addition: Had a meeting with BAR Engineering, Fire Chief John Fedorniuk, Deputy
Mayor R. Yaremchuk, and Fublic Works Foreman N. Brake to go owver last-minute
changes. Also had a meeting between County Gas Manager D. Dyck, and Foreman N.
Brake to discuss moving the gas line to the building and to the building across the avenue
from the fire hall. County Gas has offered to work with the Village to move the gas line.

Grants:

Subject: Appeal — Direction regarding No parking of trailer

At the last reqgular Council meeting, Council reviewed an appeal by a landowner
and made the decision to dismiss the appeal based on the information provided.

The landowner was informed of the decision and upset that he was not “notified
by mail of the hearing date™.

The appeal notice form used was from the Unsightly Premises Bylaw as the Vil-
lage didnt have an appeals form specifically for the Traffic Bylaw. A different
form isn't necessarily required as Administration recommends the same process
for types of appeals.

Administration did not notify the landowner in writing of the date that Council
would be considering the appeal. This was an unintentional administrative over-
sight to which Administration apologized to the landowner and offered for the
landowner to appeal to Council in-person, to which the landowner verbally agreed
to.

The landowner is insisting that the wording of Traffic Bylaw 2022-01, Section 5.10
allows a trailer to be parked beyvond 24 hours whether or not there is the act of
loading or unloading. Administration has approached free legal counsel who did
not say that the wording is incorrect, however, recommended the following: No
person shall park a traller on a highway except for the purpose of foading or un-
loading, and in any evernt, shall never park a tralier om a highway for any continu-
ous period in excess of 24 hours. Mote that this bylaw is on the agenda for re-
view.

Subject: Lot Contest - Marketing

At the last Regular Council Meeting, Council and Administration discussed
the need to discuss and implement the marketing of the lot contest.

There have been no videos submitted yet. Advertising outside of Facebook
has only been through the Vermilion Voice newspaper so far even though
many other media outlets were nofified.

Administration reached out to Gradient Imaging as they did a drone video
of the village last winter (video link is on the village website's home page).

They are interested and have offered to do a 15 second video for S400.
Mayor and CAO would like to change the end date of the contest in order to

advertise with spring/summer pictures and videos for the ads.

Yolo Nomads, a company whose goal is to fight against rural depopulation
and keep small communities healthy and strong. Information was presented

to Council at the last Council meeting. This economic development type of
platform would cost 52,000/year plus 3500 in the first year for set-up fees.

BYLAWS AND POLICIES 9d

Subject: Repeal Certain Bylaws 2025-02

Revising bylaws

63(1) A council of a municipality may, by bylaw, revise any of its bylaws or
any one or more provisions of them in accordance with this section.

(2) A bylaw under this section may (a) omit and provide for the repeal of a
bylaw or a provision of a bylaw that is inoperative, obsolete, expired, spent
or otherwise ineffective;

The following bylaws are considered inoperative, obsolete, expired, spent or
otherwise ineffective:

» Tax Rate Bylaws from 2002 to 2016. All tax rate bylaws after 2016
should not be repealed yet as there are two properties with outstanding
taxes from 2017.

» Master Rates: 2021-16 and 23-06 as both have been replaced with
other Master Rates Bylaws

» Health Regulations: 26 is not found, dates back to the era of when Myr-
nam was being established and is ineffective because the Province is
the health authority over people and places.

» Appeal and Review Boards for Subdivision & Development, and As-
sessment: are obsolete as the Village is under agreement with the Town
of Two Hills for 1) Intermunicipal Subdivision and Development Appeal
Board. and 2} Joint Assessment Review Board.
